The LCB has several seats that are confirmed by the Space Coast Transportation Planning Office 
and that have term limits.  We have two seats that the term has expired and two vacant seats 
open.

The process for our organization is to advertise and publicize the openings.  If we receive more 
than one applicant for a seat, a committee made up of one representative from the LCB, a staff 
member from the TPO and one staff member from SCAT will make a recommendation to the 
SCTPO.  The SCTPO will then certify the membership at their following meeting.  Once that 
occurs, the newly selected members will serve for three years.
